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Prefatory Notes

. The Education Statistics of the Republic of China is an annual publication. The

work was first published in 1957 and has been revised and brought up to date annu-

ally. The present edition is the 37th one.

. This publication contains basic statistics at all levels of education. The data come

from regular reports of various national education institutions, the Taiwan Prov-
incial Department of Education, the Taipei Municipal Bureau of Education, the
Kaohsiung Municipal Bureau of Education, the educational bureaus of county and

city governments, and the subordinate units of the Ministry of Education.

. The term ”school or academic year” as used in this publication refers to the period

from August 1st of the current year to July 31th of the next year.

. Figures relating to the number of schools, teachers, students and members of the

staff, are those an annual survey made on September 30th for primary and secon-
dary schools and on October 20th for colleges and universities. As to the number
of graduates it includes graduates in both the first and second semesters of a given

year.

. The term ”fiscal year” as used in this publication refers to the period from July Ist

of the preceding year to June 30th of current year.

. The “courses of study” in higher education referred to in this publication are based

on the Definition of “Standard Classifications of Education” promulgated by the

Executive Yuan.

. Other items requiring elucidation are explained in footnotes wherever they occur in

the tables.
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INTRODUCTION
|. General Description

1. School System

A formal education system governed by written regulations has been introduced
into this country since a school law was promulgated by the Manchu Emperor Kuang-
hsiu in 1902. A number of subsequent modifications turned the first education sys-
tem into the present one which is briefly described as follows:

(1) Under the present education system, it may take 22 years or more for a stu-
dent to go from the kindergarten through the graduate school. A student must spend
at least two years in the kindergarten, six years in the elementary school, and three
years in the junior high school. Then he may go to the senior high school or the se-
nior vocational school either of which requires at least three years of education. The
duration of the junior college education varies due to dif ference in admission qualifi-
cations-i.e. five years for junior high school graduates, three years for senior high
school graduates, and two years for senior vocational school graduates. The univer-
sity or the independent college normally requires a four-year education with two ex-
ceptions: (1) the normal university and teachers college requiring five years of edu-
cation and (2) the undergraduate programs in dental and medical sciences requiring
six to seven years of education. The postbachelor programs in dental and medical
sciences established in the School Year (SY) 1982 require five years of education.
Each of the two graduate school programs-one leading to the master’s degree and the
other to the doctoral degree-requires at least two years of study. The evening school
attached to a (junior) college or a university requires one more year on top of the
normal length of education at this stage. A school for the handicapped/the gifted
and a supplementary school requires a length of education equivalent to that required
by its corresponding regular school.

(2) The age of student in school normally from 4 to 6 years in the kindergarten;
from 6 to 12 years in the elementary school;, from 12 to 15 years in the junior high
school; from 15 to 18 years in the senior high school; and from 15 to 22 years in the

senior vocational school, a range longer than that permitted by the senior high
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school. There is no written regulation governing the ages of students in the junior
college or any other institution above the junior college.

(3) Schools for the handicapped/the gifted are classified into four categories
which are for the blind, the deaf, the mentally retarded, and the disabled,
respectively. Education for the handicapped can be diveded into four stages-namely,
kindergarten, elementary school, junior high school, and senior vocational school.
Regular schools may set up special classes for the mentally retarded, the blind, the
deaf, the dumb, the physically disabled, and the gifted, respectively. Also established
may be four kinds of classes in mathematics, music, fine arts and physical education.

(4) Supplementary schools are classified into two kinds-one for fundamental
education (elementary and junior high school equivalents) and the other for the ad-
vanced study (senior high and senior vocational school and junior college
equivalents). Supplementary education can be divided into four stages correspond-
ing to the elementary school, the junior high school, the senior high school, and the
two-year junior college. Launched in 1983 was the “Prolonged National Education
based upon vocational education” which enrolls junior high graduates age 18 or below
discontinuing any advanced, regular school education. The program adopts a
flexible length of education which may be completed in stage by year. An open uni-
versity was inaugurated in July 1986.

(5) The first technology institute was established in SY74. This institute
admits junior college graduates to pursue two more years of regular education and
admits senior vocational school graduates to take four years of college education. In
SY87, a physical education institute was set up to admit junior college graduates for
two years of education and senior (vocational) high school graduates for four years

of education.

2. School Year

A school year (SY) refers to a one-year period from August 1 of the current year
to July 31 of the next year. (For instance, the SY92 covered a period between August
1, 1992 and July 31, 1993.) A school year is divided into two semesters. The first

semester covers a period from August 1 of the current year to January 31 of the next



year and the second, from February 1 to July 31 of the next year.

3. Current Situation of Schools

Since the Central Government was relocated to Taiwan in 1950, the economy has
enjoyed a quick growth and the population has been on the rise. To meet growing
demand warranted by the circumstances, both the government and the private sector
have been making concerted ef forts to pursue development of education, leading to a
constant increase in educational expenditure from year to year. The amount reached
NT$353.3 billion in Fiscal Year 1992. The educational spendings as a percent of the
total expenditure by governments at all levels have met the minimum requirement as
stipulated in the Constitution. The educational expenditure accounts for 6.96 percent
of gross national product.

A comparison in numbers of educatioal institutions across the past 43 years
showed that there were 1,504 schools in SYS50 which were translated into a density of
41.8 schools per 1,000 square kilometers. The number increased to 6,819 schools in
SY92, representing an increase of 3.53 fold over 43 years ago. The density was 188.48
schools per 1,000 square kilometers in SY92. On the average, every town/township
had 18.48 schools. Increases in teachers, classes, and students are briefly described as
follows:

(1) Teachers and Students: On the average, every teacher took care of 36.35 stu-
dents in SY50, but the ratio declined to 23.84 students per teacher in SY92. The de-
cline signaled that the number of teachers increased at a pace faster than the number
of students did. In other words, the decline benefited students by giving them more
attention and better care.

(2) Classes and Students: On the average, there were 51.75 students per class in
SY50 but only 41.44 students per class in SY92. The decline in size of class has
enabled schools to achieve better ef ficiency and results of teaching.

(3) Population and Students: There were 139.64 school students per 1000 popula-
tion in SY50, and the ratio had increased to 256.05 school students per 1000 popula-
tion in SY92.

(4) Composition of Students by Stage of Education: In SY50, elementary
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schools, junior high schools and junior vocational schools accounted for 93.96% of
total school students at all stages of education; senior high schools and senior voca-
tional schools for 3.39%; junior colleges and institutions above junior college, for
0.63%; and other institutions (including kindergartens, supplementary schools, and
schools for the handicapped and the gifted), for 2.02%. By SY92, the composition
has changed to: 63.46% for elementary and junior high schools; 13.72% for senior
high and senior vocational schools; 12.26% for junior colleges and above; and
10.56% for other institutions. These changes have been an indicator that educational
standards have risen to levels well beyond the fundamental education stage.

(5) School-age Children in School: In SY50 only 79.98% of school-age children

were receiving education in school. The ratio reached 99.79% in SY92.

Il. Preschool Education

The preschool education is primarily designed to provide preschool-age children
with proper care, enabling them to acquire good habits and adjust themselves to so-
cial activities. The preschool education was not well developed when our government
was relocated to Taiwan. There were 28 independent kindergartens accomodating
17,111 children. Subsequently, social stability and economic prosperity created more
and more opportunity for married women, contributing to a steady rise in preschool-
age children taken care by kindergartens. In SY92, there were 2,420 kindergartens.
All of them accomodated 231,124 children, an increase of 12.51 fold as compared to
SY50.

I1l. Fundamental Education

The Constitution of our country stipulates that all children age six to twelve be
required to take fundamental education with tuition free. Children of poor families
are provided with textbooks also free of charge by the Government. The six-year
elementary school has thus become the initial fundamental education in our country.

Education at this stage is focused on physical and moral development of the child,



ethical principles and correct manners of conduct in order to cultivate him into a
well-behaved citizen. There were 1,231 elementary schools accomodating 906,950 pu-
pils in SY50. Subsequently, the ratio of school children in school was rising gradual-
ly from year to year, reaching 97.52% in SY67. To meet the need of national develop-
ment by raising educational standards, the fundamental education was extended from
six to nine years ef fective SY68, with the additional three years to cover the educa-
tion at the junior high school which was non-compulsory before the change. There
were 2,244 elementary schools accomodating 2,383,204 pupils and 487 junior high
schools taking 617,225 students at the end of SY68. By the end of SY92, elementary
schools had increased to 2,509 and students, to 2,200,968. Meanwhile, junior high
schools had climbed to 709, and students, to 1,179,028. Junior high schools graduates
may, as they wish, commence their career or continue their education at the senior
high school, or the senior vocational school, or the 5-year junior college, or the sup-
plementary school after passing the relevant entrance examination. If his age is
below 18 years, a person out of school may apply for admission to the prolonged,

fundamental education class at the appropriate grade.

IV. Secondary Education

Initially, the secondary education was offered by three kinds of institutions-
namely, the middle (junior/senior high) school, the normal school and the (junior/
senior) vocational school. Since SY68 when the nine-year fundamental education
system was implemented, the nonfundamental junior high school has become compul-
sory and part of the fundamental system as described in the previous section. Also in
SY68, all junior vocational schools ceased to admit new enrollments and were phased
out two years later. Beginning SY60, normal schools were transformed, year by year,
into junior normal colleges. By SY71 the normal school had gone out of the educa-
tion system. (Please see relevant statistical tables of the process of the changes.)
To upgrade quality of the fundamental education, the junior normal college was
again transformed into the normal college. This section briefly describe the senior

high school and the senior vocational school as follows:
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1. Senior High Schools

A senior high school admits junior high school graduates. It offers three years
of education and its purpose is to nurture a student’s capability and interest in learn-
ing in order to prepare him for advanced study. In SYS50 the senior high education
joined the junior high education to be just a part of the middle school. At that time,
there were 62 junior/senior joint high schools accomodating 18,866 senior high school
students. Subsequently, students at the stage of education were rising from year to
year. By SY72, senior high school students had reached 197,151, over ten-fold as
compared to 22 years ago. In the following years, the ratio between senior high and
senior vocational school students were gradually adjusted to favor the latter in an
attempt to meet the growing demand for skilled workers needed by the economic de-
velopment during this period. As a result, senior high school students were
flattening out to 229,876 and the ratio between senior high and senior vocational
school students was 31.46: 68.54 by SY92. Under the current education system, se-
nior high school graduates may continue to receive education at the university, the
independent college, the three-year junior college, or the two-year junior college after

one-year job experience, provided that the relevant entrance examination is passed.

2. Senior Vocational Schools

A senior vocational school, admitting junior high school graduates, of fers three
years of education. Its purpose is to equip students with knowledge and skills in
connection with production so that they can engage in actual productive activities
after graduation. In SYS50, there were 77 vocational schools which included 44 junior
vocational schools, one senior vocational schools, and 32 junior/senior joint
vocational schools. The 77 vocational schools accomodated 34,437 students of which
23,211 at the stage of junior vocational school education and 11,226 at the stage of
senior vocational school education. Subsequently, junior vocational schools were
gradually reduced from year to year. By SY68 when the fundamental education was

extended from six to nine years, all junior vocational schools ceased to take new en-



rollments. If there were vocational schools left, all of them were senior vocational
schools. Meanwhile, vocational classes were set up and attached to some of the se-
nior high schools. By SY92, senior vocational schools had risen to 211. Besides, 84
senior high schools had vocational classes attached to them. Senior vocational
school students totaled 500,721 of which 43.96% were majoring in industry; 37.05%,
in commerce; 3.72%, in agriculture; and 15.27% in marine products, nursing &
mildwifery, home economics and opera & arts. Under the present education system,
senior vocational school graduates may continue education at the university, the inde-
pendent college, the 2-year junior college, or the 3-year junior college after passing

the relevant entrance examination.

V. Higher Education

Higher education is of fered by junior colleges, independent colleges, universities,
and graduate schools. The junior college is primarily to of fer the courses of appilied
sciences, with an aim to turn students into technicians after graduation. The inde-
pendent college, the university, and the graduate school are to of fer education which
is principally focused on advanced study in order to train students to become special-
ists. There were seven colleges/universities (including one university, three indepen-
dent colleges, and three junior colleges) and three graduate schools attached to the
university in SY50. Since then, the government has devoted much ef fort to the estab-
lishment of additional colleges and universities and permitted the private sector to
engage in such establishment. Seven public higher institutions have been set up since
1974. As of the end of SY92, total higher education institutions reached 124
(including 21 universities, 29 independent colleges, and 74 junior college), showing an
increase of 16.7-fold over SY50. Meanwhile, these institutions had 502 graduate re-
search institutes attached to them. Students at the stage of education amounted to
653,162. Three categories of junior colleges requiring dif ferent admission qualifica-
tions are briefly introduced as follows:

(1) Five-year Junior Colleges:
Junior colleges in this category admit junior high school graduates and require

five years of education in school. One exception is that those majoring in pharmacy,
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veterinary medicine, marine engineering, and navigation are required to take six
years of education.
(2) Three-year Junior Colleges:

Junior colleges in this category admit senior vocational school graduates and
require three years of education. An exception is that those majoring in veterinary
medicine are required to take four years of education.

(3) Two-year Junior Colleges:

Junior colleges in this category admit senior vocational school graduates
majoring in sciences relevant to curriculum of fered by the junior colleges. These ju-
nior colleges also admit senior high school graduates with relevant job experiences.
The junior colleges require two years of education, with an exception that those ma-
joring in architecture are required to take three years of education.

Universities and independent colleges, together with qualification requirements
for admission to various education programs, are briefly introduced as follows:

(1) Universities:

A university usually admits senior secondary school students and requires four
years of education. Exceptions are that the normal university or the teachers college
or the department of architecture requires five years of education, that the depart-
ment of dentistry requires six years of education, and that the department of medi-
cine requires seven years of education.

(2) Technology Institutes:

The institutes admit junior college graduates majoring in the relevant curriculum
of fered by the institutes. They require two years of education. Beginning SY88 the
institutes resumed admission of senior vocational school graduates who are required
to take four years of education.

(3) Post-bachelor Medicine Departments (and Chinese Medicine Departments):

This program admits college graduates who are required to take five years of
education.

(4) Graduate Study Programs Leading to Master’s Degree:

The program admits college graduates and, on a trial basis, three-year junior col-
lege graduates with two years of job experience and two-year and five-year junior col-
lege graduates with three years of job experience. Students under these programs are
required to take education for a period from two to four years.

(5) Graduate Study Programs Leading to Doctoral Degree:



The program admits those having the master’s degree, college graduates
majoring in medicine, and college graduates ever receiving at least two years of pro-
fessional medicare training. Students under the programs are required to take edu-
cation for a period for a period from two to six years.

To achieve the goal of education for life, many universities, independent

colleges, and graduate schools create advanced education opportunity by offering

various in-service training programs.

V1. Social Education

The social education covers an extensive scope ranging from services provided by
museums, libraries, scientific exhibition halls, and art galleries to special education
‘which is incorporated in the regular education system, and supplementary and adult

education. A brief introduction is described as follows:

1. Special Education

There were only two schools designed to of fer special education for the blind and
the deaf in SYS50 when these two schools accomodate 384 students. Subsequently, spe-
cial schools expanded their services for those beyond the blind and the deaf. By
SY92, the number of schools increased to thirteen of which three are for the blind
accomodating 467 students, four, for the deaf accomodating 1,565 students; three,
for the mentally retarded accomodating 1,407 students; and one, for the physically
handicapped accomodating 326 students. There were 2,594 special classes (including
those for the gifted) attached to regular elementary schools, junior high schools, and
senior high schools. These special classes accomodated 47,959 students. Besides, spe-
cial classes for the blind and the deaf were set up in (junior/independent) colleges

and universities.

2. Supplementary and Adult Education
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Supplementary education could be classified into three categories-namely, sup-
plementary fundamental education, supplementary advanced education, and short-
term supplementary education. Supplementary fundamental and advanced education
is of fered by two kinds of institutions-i.e. general supplementary schools and voca-
tional supplementary schools. These school are intended for youngsters who have
failed for one reason or another to be enrolled in regular schools. If passing the
qualification examination conducted by the government after a required period of
education, a supplementary school graduate are conferred with the diploma
qualifying them as a graduate from the regular school at the appropriate level. With
the diploma, he may pursue advanced regular education or seek employment. The
"extended education” is designed to provide junior high graduates discontinuing any
advanced education with a chance to learn a make-a-living skill. The program is
dominated by courses on technical skills and practices, supplemented by simple
theories. The duration of education is divided into three stages by year-i.e. the first
year, the second year, and the third year. Education could be accomplished stage by
stage, with interruption permissible between two stages. The qualification certifi-
cate is issued for each stage separately. The program enrolls students twice a year,
one in Spring and the other in Autumn, providing a good opportunity of further edu-
cation for those intending to pursue education but previously losing such a chance.
In SY50, there were 5 general supplementary schools accomodating 1,112 students and
18 vocational supplementary schools accomodating 2,659 students. The institutions
of this kind were steadly rising. By SY92, general supplementary schools (including
elementary, junior high, and senior high supplementary schools) totaled 457
accomodating 57,444 students. There were 189 vocational supplementary schools
which included 181 senior vocational supplementary schools accomodating 184,408
students. A program to prolong the fundamental education primarily with
vocational courses covered 25,526 students. Besides, there were eight supplementary
junior colleges accomodating 37,292 students. Evidently, supplementary education
which experienced speedy development in the past several years has been able to meet
the needs of youngsters in our economy. _

The short-term supplementary education refers to a kind of programs lasting
for a period from one month to one year and a half. Under the programs are two
types of training-i.e. skill training classes and humanity/physical science courses.

In addition, there are practical skill training centers attached to related schools in
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order to provide the public with an opportunity to learn earn-a-living skills.

On the front of adult education, the National Open University was inaugurated
on August 1, 1986. Lectures were delivered primarily through an established radio
network. It was supplemented by class works over the weekends and by correspon-
dence as well. The adult education is designed to upgrade national educational and
cultural standards and to improve the quality of manpower. The school has set up
the humanity science department, the social science department and the business
management department. When admitted to the school, a student is not to select any
major. He may sign up the courses he feels interested in. His major is determined by
the majority of credits he has earned as of his graduation: Specifically speaking, as
long as a student earns a minimum of 60 additional credits from optional courses
sponsored by a department, on top of those from the commonly required courses, the
science of the department will become the student’s major at the time of his gradua-
tion. If he earns a minimum of 60 credits from another department, the student may
apply for an additional major. Like other regular universities, the open school re-
quires a student to earn at least 128 credits before graduation. Students of the open
university can be classified into three types-i.e. qualified students, semi-qualified
students, and informal students. Before he is admitted to the school, a qualified stu-
dent, required to be at least 20 years old and to be a senior high school graduate (or to
have an educational attainment equivalent to graduation from a senior high school),
shall pass an entrance examination. A semi-qualified student, required to be at least
18 years old, is granted with admission after he signs up with the school. There were
23,205 qualified students in SY92. At present about 500 students who earned all of

the required credits have been qualified as the university graduates.

VII. International Exchange of Students

1. Students Going Abroad for Advanced Study:

(1) Senior High School Graduates Pursuing Advanced Study Abroad
In the past, the Ministry of Education (MOE) granted its approval for study
abroad only to those graduated from domestic colleges or universities. In 1948,

American Catholic universities put forth a plan to award full scholarships for our
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senior high school graduates. In view of the practical needs, a new program was im-
plemented that ef fective 1950, any senior high school graduate winning a four-year
full scholarships from a foreign university and passing the overseas study qualifica-
tion test would be permitted to pursue advanced study abroad. During the period
from 1950 to 1955, the overseas study qualification test for senior high school gradu-
ates was held every year, and a total of 655 passed the test. Due to a policy change,
the program was suspended in 1956. In 1989, the “Rules Governing Advanced Study
Abroad” was revised, with qualification requirements relaxed and the overseas study
opened to senior high school graduates again.

(2) College/University Graduates Pursuing Advanced Abroad

During the period from 1953 to 1975, another overseas study qualification test
was held for college/university graduates every year, and a total of 25,130 passed the
examination in the period. From 1969 to 1976, college/university graduates could
pursue the advanced study abroad in two ways. They could go abroad without re-
quirement to take any qualification test in accordance with the “Measures Governing
Qualification for Overseas Study.” An alternative for them was to take the MOE-
sponsored qualification examination for self-financed overseas study. Apparently,
these two ways created discriminatory treatments. Therefore, both of the qualifica-
tion examination for self-financed overseas study and the “Measures Governing
Qualification for Overseas Study” were revoked and replaced by the “Rules Governing
Advanced Study Abroad” in 1976. Anyone meeting the qualification requirements
specified in the “Rules Governing Advanced Study Abroad” may apply for permission
to do advanced study abroad without taking any unified, mandatory qualification
test. As a result, students pursuing advanced study abroad on a self-financed basis
have been on the rise year after year.

In addition to the self-financed study abroad, a government-financed overseas
study program was initiated to serve the needs of our country in national
reconstruction. In 1955 and every year since 1960, a certain number of college gradu-
ates have been selected to pursue advanced study abroad, with all expenses financed
by the government. The annual quota was increased to 100 in 1976. As of the end of
1992, a total of 1,560 students have gone abroad under the program. Qualification
examinations for overseas study financed by scholarships sponsored/donated by
friendly foreign governments and churches began in 1954, but this type of examina-

tions have been conducted on an irregular basis because the financial assistance has
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been available for just a limited number of students and because the duration of study

has been very short.

2. Foreign Students Studying in the Republic of China:

When our Government was relocated to Taiwan about forty years ago, very few
foreign students were studying in higher education institutions of this country.
Subsequently, our Government signed cultural exchange agreements with several
friendly nations in a bid to strengthen international exchange of culture. Since then,
scholarships have been of fered to foreign students, and programs have been set up to
exchange professors, students, and publications. All of these efforts have aroused
growing interests of foreign youngsters, prompting a steady rise in foreign students
to come here from year to year. There were 5,441 foreign students from 70 nations in
SY92. A majority of them-i.e. 4,994 persons or 91.8% of total foreign students here

were studying humanity sciences.
